Dave Cook submitted the following fishing report for Taneycomo & Roaring River:
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We scouted Roaring River on Thursday, the day before the catch and release season began.  Walking between the first two bridges down from the spring pool we must have seen 5-6 lunkers in every riffle pool.  Those are just the ones we saw.  The water is murky from the dam reconstruction going on.   It gets clearer as you head downstream.  Visibility is pretty good by the time you get to campground 3.
We were unable to fish on Friday "opening day" of catch and release.  We did fish Saturday afternoon from about noon until the whistle at 4 pm.  The fish were still eager to bite.  They liked glo-balls, woolly buggers, cracklebacks, renegades and of course elkhair caddis.  We chose flies you could sight fish.  I caught better-sized fish stripping a woolly bugger but all sizes hit the flies we were fishing.  Carol caught the biggest (and maybe the most).  Her big fish looked to be 24 inches in length and about 6 pounds in weight.  She caught it off of that newly constructed concrete platform that separates the two holes just above the first crossing of the river as you head towards the park store, the CCC lodge.  She hooked it in one pool and it ran downstream into the next pool through a gap in the boulders.  In the lower hole she was able to get down to the waters edge where she was able to land it.  The lunker fly was the white bunny strip as tied by Kim Shultz from Springfield MTFA.
We finished the day down in the fly zone fishing off the concrete platform.  That hole was choked with fish but most of them acted like they had been there awhile, probably carryovers from the regular season.  Those fish would really inspect your fly.  Only a few were reckless enough to actually grab the crackleback or elkhair we were using there.  Then the whistle blew before we were ready to quit, but that was the end of the fishing day.  I would highly recommend an outing to Roaring River for the catch and release season.

Before we made it to Roaring River we had been in Branson for six days and fished there.  I would say it was typical fishing for this time of year. We fished early mornings, midday, evenings and nights.  The best fishing time was before first light until sunrise.  The slowest time was midday.  Glo-balls and red bead-head midges caught nice rainbows.  Green or orange soft hackles worked well on brown trout mornings and evenings. 





On Nov 8 I helped a man rescue a brown trout that got stranded in a backwater below outlet # 3 when they cut the power generation back.  We measured it before we turned it loose.  The fish was 32 inches long and 21 inches in girth.  Guesstimate was it weighed 19 pounds.
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
